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Kemampuan berpikir kritis siswa masih belum optimal karena penggunaan model pembelajaran yang kurang tepat dan belum interaktif. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui efektivitas model Problem Based Learning berbantuan Role Playing terhadap kemampuan berpikir kritis siswa kelas V pada mata pelajaran IPAS. Penelitian ini menggunakan pendekatan kuantitatif dengan metode Quasi Eksperimen dan desain Nonequivalent Control Group Design. Populasi dalam penelitian ini adalah seluruh siswa di SD Negeri Se-Desa Gumelar. Sampel diambil menggunakan teknik Cluster Random Sampling, yaitu kelas V Ele2 Gumelar sebagai kelas eksperimen dan kelas V SDN 4 Gumelar sebagai kelas kontrol. Teknik pengumpulan data dilakukan dengan menggunakan tes uraian yang disusun berdasarkan indikator berpikir kritis Ennis. Teknik analisis data yang digunakan adalah Independent Sample T-Test. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan adanya perbedaan yang signifikan antara kemampuan berpikir kritis siswa di kelas eksperimen dan kelas kontrol, dengan nilai thitung = 6,89 dan ttabel = 2,03224. Dengan demikian, model Problem Based Learning berbantuan Role Playing efektif dalam meningkatkan kemampuan berpikir kritis siswa.
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Students' critical thinking skills are still not optimal due to the use of inappropriate and non-interactive learning models. This study aims to determine the effectiveness of the Role Playing-assisted Problem Based Learning model on the critical thinking skills of fifth grade students in IPAS subjects. This study uses a quantitative approach with a Quasi-Experimental method and a Nonequivalent Control Group Design. The population in this study was all students at the State Elementary School in Gumelar Village. The sample was taken using the Cluster Random Sampling technique, namely the fifth grade of State Elementary School 2 Gumelar as the experimental class and the fifth grade State Elementary School 4 Gumelar as the control class. Data collection techniques were carried out using tests based on Ennis' critical thinking indicators. The data analysis technique used was the Independent Sample T-Test. The results of the study showed a significant difference between the critical thinking abilities of students in the experimental class and the control class, with a t-value of 6.89 and a t-table value of 2.03224. This, the Problem-Based Learning model assisted by Role Playing is effective in improving students' critical thinking abilities.
