Penelitian skripsi ini menganalisa Peranan United Nation Programme on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) Melalui Program Fast Track Strategy dalam mengatasi HIV/AIDS di Afrika Selatan selama periode 2019-2023. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk memaparkan serta mengidentifikasi peranan UNAIDS dalam upaya mengurangi HIV/AIDS di Afrika Selatan melalui program Fast Track Strategy periode tahun 2019- 2023. Penelitian ini menggunakan metode kualitatif deskriptif analitis melalui studi kepustakaan dengan teknik pengumpulan data sekunder berupa buku, jurnal, artikel, laporan resmi negara, berita serta beberapa sumber valid lainnya. Hasil penelitian ini menunjukkan bahwa UNAIDS sebagai organisasi internasional telah melaksanakan peranannya sebagai aktor internasional melalui program Fast Track Strategy yang berfokus pada tiga pilar yaitu, Testing ( Pengujian) yaitu melalui penerapan Rapid Diagnostic Test (RDT) dan memperluas layanan HIV Self Testing (HIVST), Treatment (Pengobatan) melalui terapi Antiretroviral (ARV), Tracking (Pemantauan) dengan melakukan pemantauan viral load.
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ABSTRACT
This thesis research analyzes the role of the United Nations Programme on HIV/AIDS (UNAIDS) through the Fast Track Strategy program in addressing HIV/AIDS in South Africa during the period 2019-2023. This study aims to present and identify the role of UNAIDS in reducing HIV/AIDS in South Africa through the Fast Track Strategy program for the period 2019-2023. This study uses a descriptive analytical qualitative method through literature review with secondary data collection techniques in the form of books, journals, articles, official state reports, news, and several other valid sources. The results of this study indicate that UNAIDS, as an international organization, has fulfilled its role as an international actor through the Fast Track Strategy program, which focuses on three pillars: Testing (through the implementation of Rapid Diagnostic Tests (RDT) and the expansion of HIV Self-Testing (HIVST) services), Treatment (through Antiretroviral Therapy (ARV)), and Tracking (through viral load monitoring).
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
