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Penelitian ini dilatarbelakangi oleh rendahnya keterampilan berbicara siswa kelas 3B SD Islam Ta’allumulhuda Bumiayu, yang terlihat dari kurangnya rasa percaya diri ketika berbicara di depan kelas, keterbatasan dalam penguasaan kosakata, ketidaktepatan penggunaan struktur kalimat, serta intonasi yang masih belum optimal. Kondisi ini berdampak pada kurang berkembangnya kemampuan siswa dalam menyampaikan gagasan secara runtut dan jelas. Untuk mengatasi permasalahan tersebut, diterapkan metode storytelling yang tidak hanya memberi kesempatan siswa berlatih berbicara secara terstruktur, tetapi juga menumbuhkan imajinasi, kreativitas, keberanian, serta kemampuan mengaitkan isi cerita dengan pengalaman pribadi. Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan keterampilan berbicara siswa secara lebih mendalam dan menganalisis peran guru dalam pembelajaran Bahasa Indonesia melalui metode storytelling. Pendekatan yang digunakan adalah kualitatif fenomenologi dengan subjek penelitian siswa kelas 3B. Data diperoleh melalui observasi, wawancara, dan dokumentasi Seluruh data kemudian dianalisis dengan tahapan reduksi data, penyajian data, dan penarikan kesimpulan, sedangkan keabsahan data diuji dengan teknik triangulasi sumber maupun triangulasi metode. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa metode storytelling terbukti dapat meningkatkan keterampilan berbicara siswa, yang mencakup aspek keberanian, kelancaran berbicara, penguasaan kosakata, ketepatan struktur kalimat, serta penggunaan intonasi. Dalam proses tersebut, guru berperan sebagai perancang pembelajaran, fasilitator, sekaligus pembimbing yang aktif memberikan dorongan dan umpan balik konstruktif agar siswa lebih percaya diri dan mampu mengembangkan potensi berbicaranya.
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This research is motivated by the low speaking skills of Grade 3B students at Ta’allumulhuda Islamic Elementary School Bumiayu which can be observed in their lack of self-confidence when speaking in front of the class, limited vocabulary mastery, inaccuracies in sentence structure, and suboptimal intonation. These conditions affect the students’ ability to convey ideas in a coherent and clear manner. To address this issue, the storytelling method was implemented, which not only provides students with opportunities to practice structured speaking, but also fosters imagination, creativity, confidence, as well as the ability to relate the content of stories to personal experiences. The aim of this study is to describe students’ speaking skills in greater depth and to analyze the teacher’s role in teaching Indonesian language through the storytelling method. The research employed a qualitative phenomenological approach with Grade 3B students as the subjects. Data were collected through observation, interviews, and documentation. The data were analyzed using data reduction, data display, and conclusion drawing, while the validity of the findings was tested using both source triangulation and method triangulation. The results of the study indicate that the storytelling method effectively improved students’ speaking skills, including aspects of confidence, fluency, vocabulary mastery, sentence structure accuracy, and intonation. In this process, teachers play roles as lesson designers, facilitators, and mentors who actively provide encouragement and constructive feedback to help students build confidence and further develop their speaking potential.
