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ANALYSIS OF POLITICAL POLICY FOR ENVIRONMENTAL DAMAGE MITIGATION DURING THE IMPACT OF THE 2019-2020 AUSTRALIAN BLACK SUMMER EVENT

ABSTRACT
The 2019-2020 Australian Black Summer bushfires were the largest environmental disaster in modern Australian history, causing extensive ecosystem damage, air pollution, and socio-economic losses. This event coincided with national political dynamics, particularly the change of Prime Minister, which had implications for changes in environmental damage mitigation policies. This study aims to analyze the political policies for environmental damage mitigation.
This study aims to analyze the political policies for environmental damage mitigation implemented by the Australian government during the event using Green Politics Theory and environmental risk management approaches. The research method used is a mixed method with secondary data collection from literature and official documents. The environmental risk analysis uses likelihood and severity indicators, as well as scoring and variable tabulation methods to measure potential fire risks. The results show that the government's mitigation policy combines emergency response, renewable energy transition, and improved fire risk management, but still faces challenges in structural transformation that aligns with the principles of ecocentrism and community participation.
